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November 2011 Meeting Minutes Tool Review: Buell Tilt Box by Karl Bogott 

Iôve had the Tilt Box long enough for 

anew model to be on the market.  I 

find it to be remarkably useful on a 

variety of tools and jigs. 

Itôs most valuable asset is the ability 

to ózeroô to any angle.  Where a spirit 

level will find ólevelô or óplumbô rela-

tive to the earth, you can set the Tilt 

Box to find ózeroô relative to any surface.  This means that, like 

most of us, I can call my saw table ólevelô even when my driveway 

has a 2 degree slant.  Once I define ózeroô, the Tilt Box takes over. 

I can set my blade to 90 degrees, 45 degrees or any other desired 

angle. 

Iôve used this remarkable and sturdy little box to plumb drill press,  

band saw and scroll saw tables.  I need to set my scroll saw to an 

angle of between 3 and 5 degrees for certain basket designs.  Try-

ing to be precise and consistent when you're dealing with the ubiq-

uitous cast protractor in the dark and under the table is argumenta-

tive, at best.  The Tilt Box makes the setting simple, quick and 

dependable é and to within 1/10th of a degree. In a recent project, 

I needed to set an offset tenon jig to 3 degrees. I was able to set the 

jig to ózeroô while it sat on my router table top and then use the 

Tilt Box to set the jig for 87 degrees.  

If you need to set blades and jigs off ózeroô, the Tilt Box is for you.
