Just as a little tempting tid-bit for March...Jack Spillane will be our
program presenter...and I'll just mention that we have a "Night at the
Movies" planned- centered around a new woodworking "magazine" that is
featured on screen.  Who knows...we may even offer popcorn at the folding
chair stations!


And speaking of our folding chairs- tomorrow I expect to receive delivery of
a heavy duty dolly-truck which we ordered to provide stowage and mobility
for our seating.

That said- we need the loan of a member with a fair pickup bed one of these
days soon- to bring our club workbench (which houses our video library) in
to the Woodcraft Store from the VaBeach Tech/Career Development Center. If
we have a volunteer to help in this move- please give me a call/e-note, to
arrange a date and time. Finally- we have a fairly small but interesting
woodworking book library as well- all "for rent" (the price is FREE)- on a
sign-out log.
Should we not recover those missing alignment and measuring tools, we'll
plan to procure new equipment for the club - and keep it under better
control- with your help.
