For discussion- I met with the Exec Director of the Norfolk Senior Center this past month re our possible shift to their facility on 21st Street, Norfolk for a meeting place; The Fourth Monday night at 7-9 PM is being made avail to us- great elbow room, heat, cooling, and lighting/power facilities. The hooker: It will run us $60 a month for the meeting; we have to decide if the facility is worth it to us...and if we think so,

should we consider raising our dues for the next year/starting in January 03, to $20 per year (from the current $15)... (We haven't raised our dues in 20 years, so we haven't been at the well that often!)...If we consider, meeting 11 times per year- (December is not avail) at $60/mo.
